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General Manager's Message

PML Begins Strategic Planning

Over the past four decades, PML has
formed committees for the purpose of
preparing long range and general plans.
The work of these committees ultimately
culminated in proposals for large-scale
projects like adding a 9-hole golf course,
bowling alley or new swim center. None of
these projects came to fruition due to cost or
the ability to gain the membership approval
necessary to get them funded. Rather than
trying to think of ideas for new, costly
amenities, I suggested to the Board that we
focus on setting priorities with what we have
and improving our current infrastructure
before considering new options.

I have proposed the creation of a strategic
plan for our community so that future
boards of directors and management have
a roadmap that can be used to prioritize
the wants and needs of the membership.
Rather than reinvent the wheel, we will
look at utilizing the same type of planning
process as used by Tuolumne County in the
creation and updates to its General Plan.
Over the years, the County has put a lot of
work into this plan and we can model our
plan after their success.

I am happy to report that our current
board of directors has agreed to commit
to the creation of the plan. The planning
process will include input from the
membership and thoughtful consideration
of all aspects of PML.

The Long Range Planning Committee
has been talking to professional consultants
and evaluating various planning methods to
present to the Board. At the March Board
meeting, the Board reviewed some methods

and have decided to set aside some time
at the April Board meeting to discuss the
matter further. I am encouraged by our
progress and hope to have some updates for
the membership soon.

PML Equestrian Center Barn
Project

Work on the barn project continues. The
County Planning Department has required
some additional site and survey work. Our
engineering and survey company completed
their onsite work and will soon have the
documentation necessary to move to the next
step in the project. Once all of the County
requirements have been met, the construction
work will begin. We have a waiting list and
our goal is to have new boarders in the barn
before the start of the summer season.

Cell Tower Project Update

Work progresses on the PML Cell Tower
Project. The tower is a monopine design
(made to look like a pine tree) and is located
behind the Maintenance Department near
the pond on the #9 fairway of the Golf
Course. When completed, the tower is
estimated to provide cell coverage for more
than 95% of the PML subdivision.

The contractor installed the electrical
connection and underground infrastructure,
access road, concrete pad and perimeter
fencing. The two 50 foot tower sections
were placed and installed earlier this
month using a man-lift and 100 foot
crane. Verizon Wireless started installing
their equipment on the tower and it was
tested. The contractor began installing the
branches yesterday and it really looks like a

pine tree. We anticipate that the tower and
cell service will be up and running by the
end of April (hopefully).

PML continues to encourage AT&T to
join the project as a provider, but we still
have not received a positive response that
they will do so. We made some inroads in
getting to key individuals at AT&T who
are in a position to make decisions, but
unfortunately we have received no word
from AT&T or Anthem that AT&T plans
to join our project. No other cellular service
providers have expressed interest. So far
Verizon is the only provider scheduled to be
part of our cell tower project and provide
PML with service.

19th Hole Lounge Renovation
Project Delayed to Survey the
Membership

The Board of Directors has decided to
temporarily delay the 19th Hole Lounge
(Bar) Renovation project. The Board
would like to evaluate the needs of the
entire Country Club building as several
other areas slated for improvement. The
Restaurant area, deck, entrance, stairwell,
ramp, parking, sidewalk, and Kitchen have
reached the point that repair, replacement
and refurbishment is needed. To ensure
that each area and component is reviewed
and placed in priority for planning, the
Board wants to evaluate the building as one
amenity for improvement.

At the March Board meeting, there was a
lively debate among the board, management
and membership in attendance regarding
the project. Input was given on everything
from the number of barstools in the design
proposed by the professional consulting firm,
to the cost of the project, to prioritizing
other areas of the building. The Board
considered the importance of the potential
improvements, current member satisfaction
with the facility and the willingness to pay
for improvements. Clarification was made
regarding the fact that there are monies in
the reserve fund for the project and the Board
reconsidered the design options.

The Board of Directors decided to
conduct an official survey to find out
what project option is most favored by
the membership. President Augsburger
and Director Turski offered to draft the
questions for the survey with review by
the rest of the Board. We look forward
to getting additional input from the
membership so that we can move forward
on improving our amenity. So when the
survey comes out, please participate and
voice your opinion.

25 MPH!

Yep. That’s the speed limit inside Pine
Mountain Lake.

Since I was elected to the board almost
3 years ago, many of our members have
raised the issue of chronic violation of
this rule/law. As a result, the Board
has asked our safety department and
our management team to evaluate and
recommend ways to resolve this speeding
problem during 2017. I'm hopeful that we
will have a better solution soon. However,
perhaps with all of us helping, we can
solve it even sooner.

Since I walk almost 4 miles nearly
every day inside PML, I observe this
speeding on a regular basis. It’s interesting
to note that the violators cross a broad
spectrum of our drivers. They are not all
young people or renters or contractors as
many comments would indicate. Many
are just us regular folks who have chosen
Pine Mountain Lake as our vacation or
permanent residence. I think many times
people just forget to watch their speed.
They get busy thinking about where they
need to go and then they start down a hill

(of which we have many), and next thing
they know they are going 35mph or even
higher. I know I have caught myself doing
it. Yes, I admit it. But I'm trying to quit.

So, I have a challenge for all of us. Let’s
put forth an extra effort to be part of the
solution; not part of the problem. Put
more focus on keeping your speed to 25
inside PML. And if you are a passenger,
ask your driver to slow down. Have you
noticed in the past, on those days when
you kept your speed to 25mph coming
down Pine Mountain Drive, or Pleasant
View, or Mueller, how quickly a car
comes up on your rear, and then rides
your bumper all the way out the gate?
Just think if even half of us did this all
the time; we would slow down those that
otherwise would be part of the problem;
and make PML a safer place to walk, jog
or ride. In fact it can even be fun to watch
your rear view mirror and see the driver
getting frustrated with your slow (25mph)
speed. Although you are really doing them
a favor by forcing them to slow down and
enjoy the wonderful environment of PML.

Rules Quiz

In a stroke play tournament on hole #15,
Jeft chipped his ball from off the green and it
came to rest against the flagstick and the lip of
the hole with half of the ball below the level of
the lip of the hole and half of the ball above the
lip of the hole. In his excitement and thinking
that the ball was holed, he ran to the hole and
picked up his ball. What is the ruling?

a) Since half of the ball was below the level
of the lip of the hole it is considered holed.
No penalty.

b) The entire ball must be below the level of the
lip of the hole to be holed, he must place the
ball next to the hole and play his next shot
from that point, adding a 1 stroke penalty.

¢) The entire ball must be below the level of the
lip of the hole to be holed, he must replace
the ball against the flagstick and the lip of
the hole and then he may apply Rule 17-4,
adding a 1 stroke penalty.

d) The entire ball must be below the level of the
lip of the hole to be holed, he must replace the
ball against the flagstick and the lip of the hole
and then he may apply Rule 17-4, no penalty.

Tee to Green

Pine Mountain Lake Golf Course has
retained its designation as a “Certified
Audubon Cooperative Sanctuary” through
the Audubon Cooperative Sanctuary Program
for Golf Courses.

Participation is designed to help golf course
personnel plan, organize, implement and
document a comprehensive environmental
management program and receive recognition
for their efforts. To reach certification, a course
must demonstrate that they are maintaining
a high degree of environmental quality in a
number of areas including, environmental
planning, wildlife and habitat management,
outreach and education, chemical use reduction
and safety, water conservation and water
quality management.

“Pine Mountain Lake Golf Course
has shown a strong commitment to its
environmental program. They are to be
commended for their efforts to provide
sanctuary for wildlife on the golf course
property,” said Tara Donadio, Director of
Cooperative Sanctuary Programs at Audubon
International. Pine Mountain Lake is one of
68 courses in California and 892 worldwide
to hold this honor.

This recertification process, coordinated by

the one and only Susan Capitanich, required
a visit by a local representative who was
given a tour of the golf course and sent their
observations to Audubon.

With all the rain we have seen this winter
we have had the time to build 15 new bird
houses that have been placed throughout the
golf course. These houses are numbered and
will be checked annually for occupancy.

Something that I am very excited to get out
on the course are the two owl boxes that we
built as well. These boxes should attract our
local Barn Owl species to the course. Barn
Owls eat mostly small mammals, particularly
rats, mice, gophers, lemmings, and other
rodents such as shrews, bats, and rabbits.
Most of the prey they eat are active at night,
so squirrels and chipmunks are relatively safe
from Barn Owls. The owl can eat up to six
times per night or about a third of their body
weight, typically each bird eats about 53
pounds of prey each year. So a mating pair with
4 fledglings has the potential to eat 318 pounds
of what we hope are gophers and moles each
year. We hope we will see occupancy in both
boxes this season, and look forward to seeing
how well this program will be in the control
of our gopher and mole population.

Building Our Community

Spring arrived last month with everything
from snow to warm, sunny days. April’s
extended forecast shows a mixture of showers
and warmer spring days. The snow pack in
the Sierras is at record levels. It looks like our
beautiful lake will be filled to the brim for quite
some time. What a relief!!

Spring means it’s once again time to discuss
private docks on Pine Mountain Lake. Soon
the ECC inspector will be going out to inspect
each dock from the lake. The following
information is from the ECC Rules, Guidelines
and Construction Standards:

Docks

* A private dock shall not exceed ninety-six
(96) square feet, excluding ramp.

* Dock shall not extend into lake more than

twenty (20) feet from the high water line.
(High water line is defined as 2,550 feet
Mean Sea Level)

¢ Material shall be of a non-corrosive material
or treated wood.

* Flotation must be designed with safety factors
in mind and should allow for changes in
lake level.

* No permanent pilings are permitted in the
lake.

* One dock per lot is allowed.

e Each dock must have a Unit and Lot Number
placed where it can be seen from lake.

If you are a dock owner, please make sure
your dock is in good repair and in compliance
with all the standards above. And then let’s get
out there and enjoy all this water!!

And now for another episode of everyone’s favorite
financial series . .. Reserve Funding and Spending. When
we last heard from our intrepid hero he was desperately
fending off the swarming herd of zombies trying to
overrun the town’s meager defenses in order to pillage
the village...Oh wait that was a different program (or
was it a nightmare?).

In reality it is never a bad idea to refresh members on
how our Reserve Fund works, including what items are
included in the study, how the money is accumulated,
how it is spent. This is perhaps the most confusing and
misunderstood aspect of PMLs financial picture. Yet it is
also one of the most important factors that is considered
when we develop our budget for the following year.

The Reserve Study database consists of all of the major
items within the Association that will require repair or
replacement in the next 30 years. We update this database
every year and have the property physically inspected
every three years. It is an attempt to detail the potential
expenditures required each year. It is continually evolving
and refined to reflect the current conditions of our facilities
and infrastructure. While is not a perfect representation
of our situation it is a thorough attempt at presenting
the most accurate and complete picture of our situation
as possible. We always include the estimated cost of the
component as well as its expected useful life.

The end result of this is the creation of a Reserve
Funding schedule. This report shows the anticipated
contributions to the fund and expenditures for the
following 30 years. This is where the annual funding
contribution is determined. The contribution level is a
function of planned expenditures as well as the desired
level of funding as determined by the Board of Directors.
Currently the Board has mandated a 65% funding level
by the year 2029.

Simply put the funding level percentage translates
to the amount of money set aside to take care of the
future expected spending needs. This is done on a pool

method taking all future needs and combining them.
For example if an asset costs $10,000 and has a ten year
life then one would expected the fund to contain $9,000
after nine years (this would translate to 100% funding).
Most experts agree that a funding level of less than 20%
is dangerous and could lead to the need for a Special
Assessment.

The other side of this coin of course is Reserve
Spending, This is the money that comes out of the Reserve
Fund to pay for repairs and replacement of items as they
actually occur. This number can vary from year to year
and even from month to month. Even though the Reserve
Spending list is reviewed by the management team
during the preparation of the annual budget the actual
requirements during the year may change. For example
an item that was scheduled to be replaced may actually
not need attention until the following year. Conversely
an item that was not scheduled for replacement until next
year might fail prematurely and need to be replaced eatlier.

This is why it is important to have a healthy Reserve
Fund so that we can make these adjustments quickly and
avoid the need for a Special Assessment to take care of
these issues. It is important to understand this process so
that the thought of making a large expenditure from the
Reserves does not mean an immediate an increase in the
level of monthly assessment. Planning ahead gives us the
ability to be proactive and take care of issues as they arise
rather than delaying them which can result in increased
costs and extensive liability issues.

I encourage all property owners to keep this distinction
in mind whenever Reserve items are discussed and
approved by the Board.

By the time this news article goes to print, we
will have completed the work on the SRA Highway
120 Fuel Break and Fuels Reduction Project. The
project work completion date was March 15, 2017.
This is the major fuel reductions work funded
by a Cal Fire SRA Grant, derived from fees paid
by property owners to the State of California for
properties in the SRA (State Responsibility Areas)
for fire protection and events involving wild fires.
The project has been completed to reduce the fuels
which feed wild fires, construct fire breaks on areas
in and around populated areas, protecting the more
densely populated areas.

The work began in 2014 when I was handed
a printed application for a SRA Grant, with
the instructions to make this happen. Well, the
first hurdle in a grant application is always the
application process - pages and pages of mapping,
planning, and the detailed course of work, resources
and contractors, information on property owners
contained within the work area, environmental
considerations, and the budget plan. What begins
with forty pages becomes eighty pages, packaged,
stamped and mailed before the first deadline date.
If you make the first cut, you are moved to the
second cut, months of waiting. Then in 2015, ta-
dah, Pine Mountain Lake Association was awarded
a $244,160.00 grant to actually do the project!

The project initially included eighty-nine
properties on the southern border of PMLA from
Elder Lane to the Long Gulch Properties, from
Highway 120 north, including the PML greenbelts
along the boundary. A 300-foot wide fire break
has been constructed along the PMLA southern
boundary line, with spur breaks constructed to
reduce the rate of fire spread in the event we have
a wildfire on the Highway 120 corridor. The fuel
breaks initially had a spaced canopy of larger pines,
oaks and cedars within the fire break. With the
tree mortality, the shade has been lost, and the
dead timber still standing in some areas. The last

stages of work have been the timber removal in the
breaks, and the hand crew fuel reduction work on
many private parcels within the SRA grant area.
Mastication equipment, loggers, hand crews and
heavy equipment have contributed to the success
of the project.

As Project Manager, I would like to thank
these many professionals and organizations who
have helped complete the work. The point of the
spear has been Glenn Gottschall, our Registered
Professional Forester, who has the planning and
project expertise to initiate and accomplish such a
large scale undertaking. Local forestry contractors
- Woolery Timber Management, Kalkowski Brush
and Timber Management, Sasha’s Land Clearing,
Forestand Land Works, Bryan Land Clearingand
Mastication, California Reforestation, Cal Fire
Baseline CC Hand Crews, Tuolumne County
Inmate Crews, the Yosemite Foothills Fire Safe
Council, and our own PMLA Maintenance
Department crews and operators.

The environmental staff included several local
professionals, Leon Manich, Amy Augustine,
Dr, Kyle Napton, biologists and archaeologists,
all who have been working closely with the State
of California — Natural Resource Agency, the
Department of Fish and Wildlife, and Cal Fire.
The expedience of completing the applications
and permits allowed the work to flow uninhibited,
keeping the project’s completion on track. Weather
disrupted and interrupted the work, the hand
crews and contractors often working during severe
weather events, hot, dry, cold, wetand even during
the dangerous fire season situations.

Peripheral work will continue on the project
with cleanup work on access roads, removing
of dead timber, and the reconstruction of the
PML boundary fences and gates. A continued
community partnership with Cal Fire and our
PML neighbors will be an allied defense in halting
any future wildfires in this Highway 120 corridor.

Again in February it rained on every
Thursday Play Day! March looks to be getting
off to a better start with plenty of sunshine.

I want to share this article I found
about ten significant events in women’s
golf history.

1550s: Mary Queen of Scotts
Builds a Golf Course

The queen commissioned the building
of the golf course at St. Andrews — long
considered the true origin of the sport— and
reportedly came up with the term “caddies.”
(The idea of having someone assist you
with all those golf clubs was apparently
very appealing to the Scots.) Given that she
brought golf over from France to Scotland,
we golf fans owe this lady a lot of credit!

Unfortunately no one heard anything
about women golfing again until the 1800s. ..

1867: First Women’s-Only Golf
Organization is Formed

That year, St. Andrews formed The
Ladies Club, the first women’s golf
organization, and more clubs soon
followed. Women’s competitive golf also
was aided by the formation of the Ladies
Golf Union in Great Britain and the
inaugural Ladies Championship in 1893.

1893: Issette Miller Invents the
First Golf Handicap
Londoner Issette Miller helped develop one
of the earliest golf handicap systems in 1893

1950: The Ladies Professional
Golf Association (LPGA) is
Formed

Babe Didrickson-Zaharias, Patty Berg
and Louise Suggs were some of the most
popular golfers in the early years of the
LPGA, which forever established golf as

a professional women’s sport.

1950-1956: Babe Didrickson-
Zaharias Becomes the First Lady
of Golf

Babe Didrickson-Zaharias really
helped put golf on the map as a women’s
sport. An Olympic medal winner for track
and field, she is the only woman to ever
qualify for a men’s golf tournament. She
was a founding member of the LPGA in
1950 and went on to win 82 times as an
amateur and a professional, including the
U.S. Women’s Amateur, British Ladies
Amateur, and the U.S. Women’s Open.

1978: Nancy Lopez Makes History

She became the first female golfer to
earn both Rookie of the Year and Player
of the Year honors from the LPGA in the

same season.

1996: Karrie Webb Breaks the
Bank
Karrie Webb became the first LPGA

golfer to earn $1 million in a single season.

2004: Michelle Wie Becomes the
Youngest Player to Ever Qualify
for the LPGA

At 12 years old, golf prodigy Michelle
Wie became the youngest woman to
qualify for an LPGA event. She went on
to break many records.

2007: st. Andrews Hosts its First
Women’s Tournament
St. Andrews, the club that started it
all, hosted its first women’s professional
tournament, the Women’s British Open.

2012: Augusta Allows First
Female Members

In August of 2012 the Augusta National
Golf Club invited women to play on its
course for the first time in its 80-year
history: former U.S. Secretary of State
Condoleezza Rice and South Carolina
businesswoman Darla Moore. The club had
been protested by women’s groups in the
past but the issue really came to light when
it technically had to offer membership to
Virginia Rometty, the first female CEO of
IBM, as the club always offered admittance
to that company’s CEOs.

2014: Michelle Wie Wins Her First
Career Major

The 24 year old Wie, who stands at 6
feet tall, had an amazing day back in April
of this year when she took home the U.S.
Open Women’s Title. Her winning putt went
down in history. “I think that without your
downs, without the hardship, I don’t think
you appreciate the ups and much as you do,”
Wie said, the gleaming trophy at her side.
“I think the fact that I struggled so much,
the fact that I kind of went through a hard
period of my life, the fact that this trophy is
right next to me, it means so much more to
me than it ever would have when I was 15. 1
feel extremely lucky,” she said after the win.

Sailing Club Decks

Ahoy mates and all brave souls that intend to
venture out onto the water and into the wind.
It looks like spring is right around the corner
and if you are like many of us sailors, you are
looking forward to another great year of sailing
and sharing our beautiful lake with boaters,
paddlers, and SUPers. It’s time to stow away
your foul weather gear in exchange for sun hats
and sun lotion.

Some important reminders from the
Captain’s chair.

1. Our Lake water level is full and the water will
surely clear up and turn over with upcoming
daylight hours. That also means sailing will
begin May 1st, as this is the first date that
sailboats may be placed on the water. Many
of you that had reserved beach space and
locker last year, received a March letter from
Anita Spencer, Member Relations about the
April 15th deadline for paying for your beach
space and optional locker. Easy to remember
as this is also tax day. Make certain that you
also include your valid proof of insurance. Get
this form and payment returned early.

2. Check out your boat, trailer rigging and sails.
Make certain all equipmentis up to speed and
ready to go. Those boats left out all winter may
need a little TLC and washing.

3. First year Windjammer club dues are free.
We encourage many to come down to Dunn
Beach (particularly on weekends or days when
the wind is blowing) and check in with the

salty windjammer sailors that hang out there.
Everyone is encouraged to participate and
learn the basics of sailing and how to navigate
the shifting winds of our lake.

4. The Windjammer Club is also putting
together a sailing guide handout for those
with less sailing experience to learn more about
sailing techniques, rules of the water and right
of way and how to coexist safely with other
boaters on our lake.

This handout will be available in May at
the start of the season.

Every year, our Marina Store rents sailboats,
fishing boats SUPs, kayaks, and paddle boats
; sometimes to less experienced boats men/
women that may not be familiar with our
lake, the wind; the choppy currents and most
importantly our PML lake rules. We hope
that these sailing handouts will help sailors to
remain safe while out on the water.

5. The Windjammer club is putting together
and will publish its 2017 regatta and fun race
schedule. That includes fun races as well. Look
for those dates through the summer in the
upcoming PML newsletter.

SPRING IS IN THE AIR! TIME TO WALK.

The weather is warming up and outside
is calling. If you have been a bit more
sedentary take a moment before your walk
to loosen us your ankles. Ankle motion is
very important for balance and managing

the hills around PML.

Ankle exercises:
* Seated in a chair, straighten out one leg and
circle your foot clockwise and then counter
clockwise several times.

* Place your feel on the floor and rise up on
your toes and then back on your heels
several times.

Here are some walking benefits that should
motivate you to get out there:

1 Strengthens your heart: Anything that
elevates the heart rate and gets your
blood pumping helps prevent and
control high blood pressure

2 Keeps weight in check: Walking burns
calories and builds muscle tone. The
more muscle mass you have the more
calories you burn.

3 Helps prevent dementia: circulation
nourishes brain tissue and stimulates
its production of neurons, synapses and
blood vessels. Studies in the UK show
6 miles of walking a week decrease age
related brain shrinkage.

4 Decreases osteoporosis: Walking is a
weight-bearing activity. Weight bearing
activities are what stimulate bone
density. This is especially important
for women.

5 Boosts vitamin D levels: Walking
outside exposes you to sunlight.
Sunlight is important in the synthesis
of vitamin D.

6 Gives you energy: The more you move,
the more energy you will have. Taking
a walk will make you feel more alert
and alive.

7 Boosts your mood: A brisk walk may
be as effective as an antidepressant in
cases of mild to moderate depression.

Being active releases endorphins into
the bloodstream, reducing stress.

8 Decrease chances of diabetes: walking
30 minutes a day makes the muscles
more sensitive to insulin, allowing them
to utilize glucose. Cool!

It comes down to Newton’s First Law of
Motion, A body in motion, stays in motion.

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April, Oh No — Tax Stress Month

You got through the election, Christmas,
the beginning of the new year and now it
is time to pay the piper, or pay your taxes
for the past year. A study by the American
Psychological Association found that money is
the source of stress in nearly % of Americans.
What tax season does is shine a great big
spotlight on the issue. Money is consistently
among the top causes of marital contention
and family dispute. Fear of the government
especially the authority of the IRS emerges
at tax time. Most folks are concerned about a
possible audit which can cause post traumatic
syndrome every year. There is often regret
about the year’s end financial statements.
It can be shocking to see that there may be
differences between spending on necessities
and unnecessary purchases. Betty lamented,
“I can’t believe I spent so much money on
things I really didn’t need.”

Nearly everyone has a reason to dread the
1040 assignment. Some hate the math; others
hate the IRS and some like Betty, hate looking
back to see where their money went.

For some unlucky taxpayers, that fear is
understandable, if they previously had to go
through an audit. They may suffer from post
traumatic stress syndrome for years afterward
during tax season.

If you have done as I have during the past
year, throw all receipts and important papers
loosely in a basket, check out the following
few tips that may help prevent or relieve the
stressed-out taxpayer:

(Start early, do a little bit at a time and
maybe listen to some soothing music to help
you relax.)

1 First find a large surface area and sort all
the basket papers into income /expenses .

2 Take out the tax form from the previous
year and make note of the various categories
that were previously entered; medical and
dental, taxes you paid, gifts to charity,
interest paid, interest earned, business or
work expenses, etc.

3 Organize your information and paper work
and sort them into the different categories
as seen on the last year’s tax form.

4 For people with math anxiety, use a
calculator to sum up the amounts spent
in each category. Circle the total for each.

5 If you have a business, a specialty or
investments be sure you have all the receipts
and necessary paperwork you will need for
reporting and for deductions .

6 If your reporting is complicated or if you do
not feel comfortable in computing your own
taxes, don’t be afraid to find a competent
CPA who will probably relieve your fears
and take care of completing and filing your
tax returns.

The stress of tax season also contributes to a
high burnout rate among accountants. Common
stress-reduction techniques such as meditation,
exercise, massage may help with the long hours,
lack of physical movement, feeling pressured and
having little to no leisure time. Remember that it
is important to take care of yourself so that you
will remain alert and error free.

When it is all over and done, reward
yourself with whatever makes you happy and
know that you don’t have to worry about it
for another year.

Museum Happenings

Baseball’s Opening Day,
when major and minor
professional leagues begin
their regular season, falls on
Monday, April 3 this year
and nearly coincides with
the official start of spring. Its
celebrated with exuberance
throughout cities both large
and small because after all, it
is America’s national pastime.

Aswith all things historical,
the origin of the game of
baseball is widely disputed.
An early reference in 1791
banned the playing of baseball within 80
yards of the town of Pittsfield, Massachusetts’s
meetinghouse. Others claim that baseball
derived from a British game called ‘rounders’
and some believe it to be the 1839 invention
of Abner Doubleday, the Civil War hero.

By the mid-1800s competitive baseball
was being played by city teams, then with
professional players added about 1869, and
with organized league play by 1876. By
the late 1800s baseball had found its way
to the southern Mother Lode region. The
accompanying De Ferrari Archive photo
shows an early Groveland team with cousins
Henry and Richard De Ferrari and Jim and
Ed Baird in the lineup. In 1920, the Mother
Lode League organized Sunday afternoon
games in towns around the area.

Groveland’s baseball field was located
on a piece of ground owned by rancher
John Phelan, where the Pine Mountain
Lake main gate is now located. It was
graded and built by Groveland locals
and Hetch Hetchy employees complete
with a small grandstand and chicken
wire behind the catcher for foul ball
protection. The Groveland team featured
many Hetch Hetchy players but also many
local townsfolk.

The Mother Lode League also consisted of
teams from Sonora, Jamestown, Angels Camp,
Melones, Stockton, Oakdale, Tuolumne,
Soulsbyville, and Columbia. Although
games were played on Sunday afternoons, the
pregame festivities often began on Saturday
for players and their families with a big dance
and dinner running late into the evening.

League towns often had mascots and
symbols to show their support but none as
unique as Groveland whose mascot was a
California black bear named Bruno. As a
tiny abandoned cub, Bruno had been given
to Floyd Cassaretto by a ranger who had
rescued him in the high country. While still
quite small, Bruno attended baseball games
in his own bucket with the words “Groveland
Ball Club Mascot” painted on the side.
As Bruno grew, Floyd would entertain

townsfolk with Sunday afternoon wrestling
matches with the bear. The Cassaretto
display in the Groveland Museum features
a photo of one such match with Floyd clearly
pinned under the full grown bear while a
group of men watch the entertainment.

Grovelanders took their baseball very
seriously. Players with athletic ability were
strongly recruited to work summer jobs for
Hetch Hetchy and play ball on Sundays
with the hopes of winning a pennant. But
other league teams had the same idea and
had ‘ringers’ who went on to play on major
and minor league teams.

The “Big Game” rivalry for Groveland
was always against Sonora with a tremendous
build up before the contest. Main Street
became a virtual ghost town on game day
as boosters formed a caravan of up to fifty
cars heading down the grade for the big
game. It didn’t hurt that San Francisco City
Engineer and Chief of Hetch Hetchy Mike
O’Shaughnessy was a huge fan and supporter
of the ‘company team’.

Ted Wurm, author of The Hetch Hetchy
Railroad wrote “every year about the
beginning of October the Groveland team
went to Yosemite for ‘Indian Week,” during
which they played against various Indian
teams and these were always good contests.”

The heyday for ‘on the hill’ baseball was
short lived and by the mid-1920s Groveland
dropped out of the league as the Hetch
Hetchy work and headquarters moved
away from town. There was a revival of the
sport for Groveland fans in the 1930s. The
Civilian Conservation Corps camp in Buck
Meadows, made up of physically fit young
men between 18 and 25 had a baseball team
that traveled to compete against other CCC
camp teams in the area.

For those of you who still enjoy rooting
for the home team, Tioga High School’s Boys
Varsity Baseball and Girls Varsity Softball
seasons are underway. Home games will
give you lots of opportunities to support the
young men and young women of our area and
appreciate America’s national pastime.

History of Camp Mather/Hog
Ranch Historic District

Jennifer Shoshana Rosenberg, is a District
Archaeologist for the Groveland (Stanislaus)
Ranger District. She began her work as an
archacologist for Forest Service in 2012. She
recently moved to Groveland Area in Jan 2017.

Shoshana will examine the history of the
Hog Ranch/Camp Mather Historic District.
Camp Mather and the surrounding area have a
rich history beginning with its use as a seasonal
camp by the Me-wuk peoples prior to European
settlement of the area. Its era as a homestead
began in 1856 with the construction of Hog
Ranch Cabin. After the ranch was purchased
by the City and County of San Francisco in
1909 and the passage of the Raker Act in 1913,
it became a base of operation for construction of
the Hetch Hetchy Railroad and O’Shaughnessy
Dam. In the 1920s, Camp Mather began its
transition from a lumber camp to the municipal
family camp, still in use today. The presentation,
will touch on historical as well as archaeological
sources of information about the area.

Shoshana received her bachelor’s degree in
anthropology from Washington University

in St. Louis in 2007 and her master’s degree
in anthropology with a focus in archacology
from Portland State University in 2015.

Bone

Broth

Recipe provided by Tom Knoth and Paula Martell

In recent months, we have been on board with
the bone broth craze. It is the new superfood, a
powerful health tonic that is an excellent source
of minerals and is known to boost the immune
system and improve digestion. Its high calcium,
magnesium, and phosphorus content make it
great for bone and tooth health. Bone broth
also supports joints, hair, skin, and nails due to
its high collagen content, and it is helpful for
allergies and brain health, to boot. Lastly, bone
broth helps mitigate the side effects of colds, flus
and upper respiratory infections; think of it as
a healthier version of chicken noodle soup for
when you are sick.

Not only is it so healthy, it is also so delicious
and has such a great umami taste or “mouth feel”.
The best restaurants make their own broth/stock
and it is so much tastier than the broth that you
will find at the market. We use it to make soups
twice a week, and also for stews and gravies. And
often times we just sip the broth on its own; there
is nothing more satisfying on a cold day.

Bone broth is easy to make, but it takes a
couple days to cook. You can make it with any
type of bones, such as beef, pork, lamb, turkey,
or chicken. We will start you out with a basic
poultry bone broth recipe:

2-3lbs Poultry bones, already been cooked (a
turkey frame or a few chicken frames)

2 Tbsp Apple Cider Vinegar

1 Onion, quartered

2 stalks Celery

2 Carrots, chopped (optional)

6 Garlic Cloves, smashed or halved
1 Tbsp Salt

1 tsp Black Peppercorns

Cold Water (enough to cover everything in
your stockpot or crockpot)

This recipe is pretty easy, just put all of
this stuff in a good-sized pot, and let it sit
for 20 minutes (this will give the vinegar
time to do its work on the bones). Then turn
the heat on to high. Once it is boiling, turn
down to simmer (lowest heat possible) and
cover for 16 hours. That’s right, 16 hours. If
you were doing this with beef bones it would
be more like 24 hours. After that, strain the
broth and let settle. Then de-fat the broth.
If you don’t know how to do this, look it
up on the internet. Our preferred method
is with our “Cuisipro De-fatter” (got it on
Amazon). We then season the broth to
taste (with salt) if needed, and pour the
defatted broth into Tupperware containers
and freeze for later use.

Folks, we can’t tell you enough how good this
stuff is; you've got to try it!

Note: This recipe can also be made in a slow
cooker (crockpot), put everything in and set on
low after the 20-minute rest.

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Easter

Ever wonder why the dates for Easter vary
from year to year? Christmas is consistent;
retailers have set the date 4 V2 weeks after
“Black Friday.” (Just kidding). Easter, on the
other hand, can show-up in either March or
April. What's with that?

Easter is coordinated with the Jewish
festival of Passover. The Jewish calendar is a
lunar calendar and so there is variation in how
important Jewish holy days (Pentecost, Day
of Atonement, etc.) line up with our current
calendar. You may remember that the first
Passover initiated the Exodus of the children
of Israel from slavery in Egypt. As the tenth
and final plague sent by God to get Pharaoh’s
attention, the Lord sent an angel of judgment
to take the life of the first born male in each
household. But when He saw the blood of the
lamb, which the Jews knew to spread on their
door frames, His angel passed over that home,
withholding the penalty that the Egyptian
homes suffered.

Jesus was in Jerusalem for His final
Passover. As we read the gospel accounts of
His last hours we hear a story of betrayal,

injustice and sacrifice. We witness the one
called “the Lamb of God” by John the Baptist
three years earlier (John 1:29) shedding
His blood as He died on the cross. But the
victory was won with a triumph over death
three days later. The Apostle Paul banked
the entire Christian faith on the truth of
Christ’s physical Resurrection (I Corinthians
15:12-23).

Whether you are one who knows the
reality of a relationship with Christ or are an
open-minded secker, there is no better day
to be in church than Easter. This April 16
Groveland Evangelical Free Church has two
worship services from which to choose. (We
are now celebrating combined, one-service
Sundays about once a month so on other
dates always check before you swing by 19172
Ferretti Road.) At 9:30 a.m. we have a more
traditional service in our sanctuary and at
11:00 a.m. a more rock-based music format
in our fellowship hall. There are nursery and
Sunday school opportunities for kids at both
services. We hope to see you there.

The
Board of Directors is made up of 5 members
elected at large. The person that is selected to
replace Mr. Carter will serve out the remainder
of his term, which ends in November 2018.

Board Members are expected to attend
regularly scheduled Board Meetings on
the second Monday of each month. Board
Meetings normally begin at 10am and continue
until the Board’s business is completed.
Board Members are also expected to serve on

committees and attend special Board Meetings.

To qualify to serve as a GCSD Board
Member, candidates must be registered to
vote within the District and live within the
service area of the District. Those interested
in being considered to fill this vacancy are
asked to submit a resume and prepare a
letter of interest that explains why they wish
to become a GCSD director and what skill
sets and experience they would bring to the
Board.

Holy Week is the last week of Lent, April
9 - 15 this year. The final three days of the
week, ending on the Saturday before Easter
Sunday, are of great importance to Christians
as we honor the time of the Lord’s Last
Supper with his disciples, Jesus™ arrest and
excruciating death and burial. The First day
is Maundy Thursday. There are a variety of
events clustered on this day before Jesus is
arrested. Christians commemorate in various
ways the Lord’s last meal, probably a Passover
meal, the institution of Holy Communion,
the betrayal by Judas, and Jesus praying in
Garden of Gethsemane while the disciples
keep falling asleep.

The second day, Friday of Holy Week,
is traditionally called Good Friday. On this
day, the church commemorates Jesus™ arrest
(since by Jewish customs of counting days
from sundown to sundown it is already
Friday), his trial, crucifixion and suffering,
death, and burial. As Jesus dies, He calls out,
“It is finished!” There is no further price to
pay; sin has been atoned for. Services on this
day are focused on honoring Jesus’ death.
Groveland Evangelical Free Church (19172
Ferretti Rd.) is hosting our Community
Good Friday Service at 12:00 Noon, April
14. Pastors from our local Foothill Ministerial
Association will lead this Noontime Good
Friday Service. Groveland’s 7th Day Adventist
Church (19585 Elder Lane) is hosting a Good
Friday Eve. Concert at 6 p.m. featuring Carl
& LouAne Anderson.

Holy Saturday is the name given to the
end of the three days. Some traditions hold an
Evening Prayer & Scripture Vigil preparing

for Baptisms & Resurrection Celebrations the
next day, which is EASTER Sunday, the first
day of the new week. On this first day of the
week, Mary Magdalene comes to the tomb of
Jesus and finds that the large stone covering
the entrance has been removed (according to
John 20). She runs to tell Simon Peter and
the Beloved Disciple (John) that the tomb
is empty. They run to the tomb to see for
themselves that Jesus is not there and then
return to their homes. Mary returns to the
empty tomb and lingers outside it weeping.
Seeing a figure she takes to be the gardener she
inquires as to the whereabouts of the Lord’s
body. The resurrected Lord Jesus reveals his
identity to her by calling her by name and
talking to her. He tells her to go and tell the
disciples that he is ascending to his Father, “to
my God and your God”. Mary goes and tells
the disciples, “I have seen the Lord!” She also
tells them the things that Jesus has said to her.

We Christians cling to this Gospel of
the life, death, burial and resurrection of
our Lord as our saving grace and salvation.
We celebrate EASTER as the Resurrection
of Jesus Christ and as God’s Victory over
death! EASTER is on Sunday, April 16, 2017;
and we celebrate with an EARLY Morning
Community Worship Service at 7:00 at
Mountain Lutheran Church (13000 Down
to Earth Ct.). Festive Lutheran Worship
celebrating EASTER begins at 10:00 a.m.

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Save Money with GCSD’s Help

Here is a way you can help keep your water
and sewer bill down. The infrastructure for both
systems in the GCSD service area is beyond its
recommended life. It must be replaced. You
can see that any time you watch GCSD crews
digging up the street to make yet another repair.

There are two ways to pay for this. One way
is through a bond assessment. That’s how most
of these projects have been paid for in the past
and that is most of what comprises your bill
each month. The second way is through grant
funding. This does NOT add to your bill.

The GCSD Board of Directors wants to use
grant funding and not increase your monthly

bill. In order to do this, we must maintain a
conservation rate of 20%. This is a condition
for these grants.

So it’s a little hard to be careful and conserve
water when our reservoirs are brimming with
this season’s rainwater with more to come from
snowmelt. However, it is about keeping your
bill down. So please join with us and conserve.
Watch the newspapers and the sign at the
entrance to GCSD to see our progress.

And remind people that are renting or are
using their local accommodations for vacation
to conserve water as well. We can all do this
together and save big time.

Tail Waggin® Tutors In Groveland

Tail Waggin’ Tutors is a program within
Therapy Dogs International. Therapy Dogs
International is a volunteer organization
dedicated to regulating, testing of therapy dogs
and their volunteers for the purposes of visiting
nursing homes, hospitals, other institutions and
wherever else therapy dogs are needed.

To belong to Therapy Dogs International
(TDI) all dogs must be tested and evaluated
by a Certified TDI Evaluator. A dog must be
a minimum of one (1) year of age and have
asound temperament. Each dog must pass a
TDI temperament evaluation for suitability
to become a Therapy Dog. The test will also
include the evaluation of the dog’s behavior
around people and other dogs including

the use of some type of service equipment
(wheelchairs, crutches, etc.), food on the
floor and treats being given out by a person,
children playing and loud noises.

The Tail Waggin Tutors program is
about children reading to dogs. The main
objective of this program is to provide a
relaxed and “dog friendly” atmosphere,
which allows students to practice the skill
of reading. May of the children chosen for
this program have difficulties reading and as
result have develop self-esteem issues. They
are often self-conscious when reading aloud
in front of other classmates.

By sitting down next to a dog and
reading to the dog, all threats of being

judged are put aside. The child relaxes,
pats the attentive dog, and focuses on the
reading. Reading improves because the
child is practicing the skill of reading,
building self-esteem, and associating
reading with something pleasant.

In Groveland, we currently have nine
Therapy Dog teams all of whom visit
Tenaya Elementary classrooms and one
team that also visits the Little House.
